Deadline: Essays must be received in the ApHC office
between January 1 and May 1 of the current year.
Age Groups: Age is determined as of January 1 of the
current year.

Judging: The winning essays will be selected by a
panel of those whom are familiar with the Appaloosa and
have the appropriate credentials needed to score this
event.

GUIDELINES AND RULES:
1. At the time of entry, entrant must submit a completed
entry form along with his/her essay. A parent or legal
guardian must sign the entry form.
2. Essays must relate to age division theme.
3. Inthe 13 & Under age group, essays must be
between 400-800 words and in the 14-18 age group
essays must be 800-1000 words.
4. Entries should be typed or neatly printed in ink and
should exhibit proper grammar and spelling.
5. Essays will be judged on originality of approach and
accuracy of statement.
6. Essays must be the participant’'s work. Plagiarism
will be grounds for contest elimination.
7. Essays submitted become the property of the ApHC
and will not be returned.
8. Entries will only be accepted in the ApHC office
between January 1 and May 1 of the current year.
